NATOPS Jeopardy!

Before playing the game you have to load all the questions. This is the tedious part, but you can save copies of each game and eventually have a library to train from. If you want to keep a copy that does not have any info entered into the database, make a copy of the file before you open it. 

· Open the game and select ‘Change Jeopardy! Categories’ you can now name each of the six jeopardy categories.

· During the process of entering the data, each time you enter or leave a data table you will get pop-up windows warning about updating data fields; click Yes.

· Repeat for ‘Change Double Jeopardy! Categories’

· Now use the ‘Change Jeopardy Answers/Questions’ and “Change Double Jeopardy Answers/Questions’ to enter all of the answers and questions. Remember to click the box if you want that answer/question pair to be a Daily Double (there is not a limit on the number of Daily Doubles).

· Now do the same sort of thing for Final Jeopardy! Remember to update the Final Jeopardy! Category name.

· At this point you may want to print out all of the answers and questions for the game host – Select ‘Show Answers/Question Sheet’ then select ‘Print Answer Sheet’

· Exit and then change the name of the file if you wish.

Now get rid of the naggers:

· Hold down the ‘shift’ key and double click the file to open it. (This will open the file in the normal Access mode). Hold the shift key down until the file is completely open – you might get an error message about the working directory, just click OK, but keep holding down the shift key.

· From the menu select ‘Tools’ then ‘Options …’

· Click on the ‘Edit/Find’ tab

· In the boxed area labeled ‘Confirm’ deselect all three boxes. This will prevent the nagger boxes from popping up during game play. 
· Exit
(You’ll need to do this procedure again if you copy the file to a new machine.)
You’re now ready to play!

· Double click to open

· Select ‘Change Team Names’ if desired

· Select ‘Zeroize Scores’

· Select ‘Set up board for Jeopardy!’

· Select ‘Play’

· After or during play you can go directly to Final Jeopardy or click ‘Exit Round’ to go back to the main screen

· Select ‘Set up board for Double Jeopardy!’

· Select ‘Play’

· Don’t forget to select ‘Final Jeopardy’ instead of ‘Exit Round’ – if you do forget, just select ‘Play’ and then ‘Final Jeopardy’

Note that with proper security precautions, the classification of the answer/questions does not have to be restricted to UNCLASS. Also, you don’t have to stick with NATOPS, this is an excellent format for a variety of training topics.
